Their site launched with a range of work from landscapes to portraits, in black and white and in color, all with a singular objective: To offer fine art caliber prints at an affordable price. The website is searchable by keywords (Subjects, colors, ect.).

“Ironically, the idea came to us after our first visit to a prominent New York City art gallery specializing in photography,” said Denise, “We had finally found an apartment we liked, our careers had taken off, and we were looking to line our nest a bit. Starting a fine art photography collection made sense given our occupations but we weren’t prepared for the sticker shock, it was actually more like sticker electrocution.”

Currently, all the images available are the Behrens’ own work. “We were worried that maybe we were taking on too much, but it’s been terrific so far,” Rainer said, “When you are on deadline, you are 100% focused on realizing your client’s vision. Here we can be less directed and follow our muses a little more. It’s basically what you dreamed about in art school, and now that we’ve committed, it hasn’t conflicted with our other work. I think maybe it’s actually informed it and kept us fresh.”
